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Home Learning 
Year 1 – Term 5 Week 4

Reading: 
Pick a new book for the week. Can you pick a poem, a favourite book or one of the big cat books from the website? Read your material each day and practice becoming a fluent reader. On Friday, you can make a video of your wonderful and fluent reading. We would love to see a clip from your video, if you want to, can you email us a section of your reading? If you don’t like the idea of making a video, why don’t you preform the book to your household? 
Big Cat books have made their books available on line during school closures. This link will give you a password and a link. Please look at the Big Cat section and together you can pick a fiction or non-fiction book (look at the banding of their current reading book to guide your choice).

English: 
Diary entry: How are you getting on with your diary? Are you enjoying looking back at what you’ve been up to? If you would like to continue with your diary, we’d love to see what you’ve been up to. You might want to write in your diary weekly or daily.
Story Writing: This week, can you retell a story? You are going to learn a traditional tale and use the phrases and language to write the story. You can either write the story as it is or make a small change (the setting, a character or the ending). The Enormous Turnip! https://m.youtube.com/watch?v=mGw5yTOPTSQ
Listen to the story on the link. The first time you hear it – enjoy! Listen to it again, make notes to help your remember the important bits (you can write words, use pictures, whatever helps you to remember). 
Explore the story helping you to remember, here are some ideas that you might like to use… 
·  You can make a puppet show of the story using teddies, homemade puppets or small world toys. 
· Draw a story map of the story 
· Retell the story to your household
· Create the garden, you can do it outside, use construction, junk modelling 
· Draw a picture of all of the characters that pull the turnip
· Learn a song about the story https://m.youtube.com/watch?v=l5Wob-H-5uY
Once you have explored the story and feel confident that you know it, create a story map as a plan for your writing. Ask a grown up to write a word bank with the key words from the story, these words will help you to write the story. Now it is time to become an author! Write the story of the Enormous Turnip. 
OR There are story writing videos available on the National Oak Academy, fiction writing is available for both week 2 and week 4.  If you want to use this resource, pick the week of most interest. 
Spellings:  Look at the spellings for week 4 that were sent to you before Easter, can you learn them all? 

Phonics: Daily phonics lessons are online. Please see phonics letters for the times of lessons and how to access them. Don’t forget the flash cards are there to watch on our class page!

This week we will be looking at ‘Doubles’. This is a concept that the children will be new to so it will need a lot of practical activity at first. 

Day One: Collecting Items Around The House
Watch The Number Blocks ‘Double Trouble’ together https://youtu.be/6ZnNfVZda6Y
Explain the concept of ‘Doubling Up’ 
The video will talk about halves too but keep the focus on doubles for today. Find objects together around the house that can be doubled up in a minute. For example a sock, a spoon, a shoe book etc. Bring them all back to the table. Explain that you are now going to “Double Up!” Leave the table and find another sock, spoon, shoe, book etc. and put it next to the same item. Explain we have doubled the number one to make the number two.

Day Two: Drawing Doubles
Talk about how yesterday you “Doubled Up” Watch https://youtu.be/Ik_-OAgzD-8 Explain that today you are going to find objects around the house and find more doubles. Leave the table and find two socks, three spoons, four shoes, five books etc. Come back to the table and say “We have two socks, we need to go and find two more to be able to double it” Repeat with “We have three spoons, we need to go and find two more to be able to double it” and 
“We have four shoes so we need to be able to find four more shoes to work out our doubles answer” etc.
Day Three: Lady Bird Doubles (reinforcing that in order to double the two numbers must be the same)
Draw a lady bird on a piece of paper. Adults draw two spots on one side of its body. Ask, “Can you double the lady bird’s spots? Children will need to draw to spots on the other wing and say that “Double Two is Four” Repeat with other numbers, each time saying, “So double ___ is _____”
