Reading: 
· Look at the front cover of a book you haven’t read and make a prediction on what you think the book will be about. Read the blurb and add to your prediction. Think about where the story might be set, the characters you think may be involved in the story and what you think will happen. Use the following sentence stems: I wonder if, I bet, I imagine, I think x will happen next…because… 

· Try and pick a book that is a little different to the one that you picked last week. 

· Read the book and summarise in a few sentences what the book was about. Was your prediction correct?

· Answer the questions in the back of your book. If you are using the online resources, there are activities to go with each book. 

· Read the book over the week. On Friday, sit your teddy bears in a circle and read them the book like a teacher would.

Wednesday: Create a story map using your characters and exciting event. Think about the beginning, the middle and then end. 
Thursday: Time to start writing your story! 

Friday: Edit and check your story, you could even publish it into a book! We would love to see a photo of what you have written, send it to the school office and we can see.

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Application:  
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Now that you have practiced your time knowledge, here’s a timetable for Mrs Solomon’s TV shows. Can you fill in the start time and then the finish time? 
Religion: 
Read the first account of the Resurrection – and discuss the question prompts within the story with an adult.
After Jesus had died, some of the woman decided to go to the tomb where Jesus was buried. When they got there they found the stone rolled away from the tomb. They were really puzzled. Who could have done this they asked each other. They went in the tomb. (What do you think they were expecting to see?) and found that the body had gone! What they saw was a young man sitting on the right side, dressed in a white robe; they were really surprised and a little bit scared. (Why do you think they were a bit frightened? What else might they be feeling?) (This wasn’t Jesus- who do you think it might be?) The man said to them, “Do not be frightened; you seek Jesus of Nazareth, who was crucified. He has risen, he is not here; see the place where they laid him. But go, tell his disciples and Peter that he is going before you to Galilee; there you will see him, as he told you.” (How do you think the women are feeling now? If they go back and tell the disciples do you think the disciples will believe them? )
Draw faces to show how the women felt on their way to the tomb and then at the tomb and finally after they hear the news.

Look at the different Easter cards. Which cards do you think are connected to the story? Why?
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Create your own Easter card, thinking about the symbols and colours you might use to link it to the story.
