Deciduous Forest Biome
In the eastern region of North America, the deciduous forest biome is found. On
average, this region experiences an annual rainfall ranging between 76 - 152 cm,
while the average annual temperature here is around 10 °C. The native plant
species in the deciduous biome include the American beech, white birch and
‘white oak. American black bears, coyotes and the American bald eagle are some
of the animals that can be found in this region.

Desert Biome

In North America, the desert biome comprises deserts including the Sonoran
Desert of southern Arizona and the Mojave Desert of California. The region is
largely dominated by drought-resistant tree species, such as the Saguaro and
Joshua. Only a few animals have been able to adapt to the harsh climate in these
areas, but include the Sonoran Pronghorn antelope, Sonoran toad, armadillo
lizard and bobcat.

Tropical Rainforest Biome

In terms of biodiversity, the richest biome s the tropical rainforest biome in
central America. The average rainfall in this region easily reaches the 500 cm
mark every year, whereas the temperature varies between 18 - 32 °C. These forests
are usually characterised by a wide variety of broadleaf evergreen trees. As the
vegetation here is compact, sunlight seldom reaches the ground, which makes it
difficult for smaller vegetation to survive. The animal species native to the central
Armerican rainforest is wide ranging and includes many different

mammal, insect, reptile and bird species.
